* They do not possess their passport, driving license, or other identification documents.
* [t is perceived that they are in debt to their employer or someone else.

* They provide incoherent or inconsistent accounts of events.

* They repeat a story that has been heard elsewhere - as if instructed to learn it.

In the film: Not in the film:

* They appear malnourished and tired. * They wear inappropriate clothing for the work or weather conditions.

* If from overseas, they may not speak much English. * They work excessively long hours and rarely, if ever, have days off.

* They seem to be under the control of someone else and are hesitant to interact with others. * They are restricted to their workplace and there may be indications that they sleep there as
* They avoid making eye contact or conversing with people. well.

* They exhibit fearfulness, unease, anxiety, or distrust towards authorities.
* They have untreated injuries, illness.
